The RCBC-Rider Guaranteed Admission
student will be invited to pre-register for his/
her Rider classes ahead of traditional transfer
students. On-campus housing for

the direct admission students is guaranteed
as well.

Rider Guaranteed

Admission Criteria

1. Completion of the designated AA/AS degree
at Rowan College at Burlington County.

2. Declare participation in the Guaranteed
Admissions Program prior to registering
for their 30th RCBC credit.

3. Attainment of a cumulative average
of 2.5 or above at Rowan College at Burl-
ington County unless another
level has been specified for a particular
program.

4. Progress toward the major intended at
Rider University.

S. Apply for transfer acceptance by the normal
Rider transfer application deadline.

Transfer of Credits

With this program, Rider University will
guarantee admission to Rowan College at Bur-
lington County transfer degree graduates as
true juniors with the ability to graduate from
Rider University in four additional semesters.
In certain majors, this will only be possible

if students follow a prescribed set of courses
within the transfer degree program at

Rowan College at Burlington County.

Physical education, “D” grades, remedial
courses and excess credits will not transfer.

Degree Requirements/

Time Limits

While enrolled at Rowan College at
Burlington County, the parallel Rider
University requirements will apply for up to
three years. If it is necessary to take longer
than three years to complete your associate
degree at RCBC, the student must be sure to

check with the Transfer Center to learn of any
changes to Rider requirements.
